Aside from the main
events, sightseeing and networking opportunities will be provided by the Falling Walls Foundation during the
conference. This unique festival of science will be attended not only by researchers, but also by politicians,
funders, angles, and other high-profile participants. It is truly a fantastic opportunity to interact with important

people from various backgrounds and nations.

If you are hesitating about participation — don’t! To support our participants, we will organize an introductory
session at the end of May and coaching sessions throughout July. Those events will consist of both professional
research administration support, to work on the substantive part of the speech, as well as English teacher
support to polish your speaking skills.
